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A Press Day on Monday 20th
October 2008 heralded a new era
in Zürich when the
Verkehrsbetriebe Glattal VBG
introduced their second tram line,
the extended Line 10. This runs
out from Oerlikon to Zürich
Airport and the innaugural trip
also introduced the first of their
new fleet of 18 Swiss-built
Bombardier "Cobra" trams, with
number 3062 conveying the press
party. The full operation of the
line, that will be managed by the
VBG and the VBZ (Zürichs
urban transport company),
commenced with the start of the
new national timetable on
December 14th although there
were free rides for the public on
the previous day. The light-rail
service operates every 15 minutes
and will provide an interesting
alternative to the existing
heavy-rail service into the city.
